
 

By Patty Mitchell         

Good Shepherd was the 

site of a major organ 

òtransplantó recently.  

Not a human organ  

transplant ñ a pipe organ 

transplant. Under the   

direction of Good Shep-

herdõs longtime Organist 

and Choir Director Don 

Schimmel, a new comput-

erized console with three 

levels of keyboards was 

recently installed.  
 

òThis is really state of the 

art,ó said Don, of the new 

console which can also 

record and play on its 

own. òI think itõs wonder-

ful,ó he added. It replaced 

the worn out and unreli-

able console that had 

been in place for years. 

òThat old console was 

falling apart. You never 

knew what would work 

and what wouldnõt,ó Don 

said. The ònewó con-

soleñacquired through 

an organ clearinghouseñ 

had been sitting for a few 

years at the entrance to 

the church.  
 

Last year, Good Shep-

herd parishioners gener-

ously donated $10,500 

to the òPull Out the 

Stopsó fundraising cam-

paign and the Memorials 

Committee added an-

other $24,000 to install 

a computerized system 

in the console and get it 

into place.  
 

The organ has been a 

work in progress for 

many years.  When Don 

was hired in 1987, his 

instructions were òdo 

something about the or-

gan.ó He diligently pur-

sued the acquisition and 

installation of new pipes 

from many different 

churches when they be-

came available. In 2005, 

new òflamed copperó 

pipes completed the 

pipesõ fa­ade to dramatic 

and beautiful effect.                   
 

Don is still learning 

about all the new con-

sole can do. His goal is 

to eventually make addi-

tions to the new organ 

including digital sounds.  
 

Choir member Sybil 

Mahon has noticed the 

new organ has inspired 

Schimmel. òHeõs playing 

it as though we are in 

the Cathedral!ó she said.  

Parishioners on a recent 

Sunday were equally im-

pressed, walking up to 

congratulate Don for an 

impressive rendition of 

òLift High the Cross.ó 

The organ dedication 

will take place at an 

Evensong celebration on 

May 3.

As of March 22, 108 of you have 

submitted surveys and 83 of you 

participated in the open-space 

parish meetings.  Several of you 

have taken advantage of the 

òoffice hoursó or have other-

wise spoken with a member of 

the Profile Committee.   
 

As the Profile Committee said at 

the beginning of this process, 

input from a maximum number 

of parishioners will lead to a 

profile that most accurately re-

flects who we are and what our 

dreams and wishes are to those 

candidates who are looking at us 

to become our next rector.  An 

exciting piece of news is that as 

of March 17, we have received our 

first contact from an interested ap-

plicant!  The word is already out in 

the Episcopal community that we 

will be looking for a new rector. 
 

But first things first.  Before the 

Search Committee can begin its 

work, the profile must be written.  

The Profile Committee began on 

March 18 the work of transcribing 

all of your written comments from 

the in-space parish meetings and 

will make this raw data and the 

compilation of the survey results, 

including all written comments 

there, available to you before the 

end of March.   
 

At that point, there will be a 

mechanism in place to enable you 

to respond to this raw data.  As a 

committee, we will    analyze all 

data and any additional parish-

ioner input as our guide in writ-

ing the draft profile that will be 

completed by April 22 and made 

available at that time to the con-

gregation.  Our final step, after 

receiving approval from the Ves-

try, will be to complete the 

preparation of the Good Shep-

herd Profile, which, upon ap-

proval by the Vestry, we will 

pass along to the Search Com-

mittee. 
 

We ask for your continued 

prayers that the Holy Spirit will 

guide all of us in this process of 

seeking the rector who will best 

lead us on the next stage of our 

journey as a faith community.
