French Drain  

First, a French drain and 

sump pump were installed 

to get rid of moisture in 

the pre-school area. A 

French drain is a trench 

below the wall footings 

that is lined with gravel. A 

perforated pipe carries 

any water that leaks into 

the building in that area to 

a pump which pumps it 

out, helping to keep mold 

away. 

Air Flow Machine        

An airflow machine was 

installed to circulate air 

and dehumidify the area. 

New Cabinets  

Parishioner Frank Hart-

man is building beautiful 

new cabinets in the pre-

school area to replace 

the old ones that could 

no longer be used.  

New Paint  

Volunteers spent weeks 

painting the walls in the 
Parish Hall and pre-

school. We still need to 

do some painting but 

the major work is done. 

New Tile  

New dark 

blue tile will 

be installed 

along one 

wall of the 

pre-school 

area to re-

place the 

tile that was 

taken up 

during the drain project.
