Many candidates submitted 

their resumes to the Rev. 

Mary Sulerud, the Diocesan 

Deployment Officer 

(DDO), over the last 

month. Due to the quality 

and quantity of applicants, 

the DDO closed the listing 

for the Good Shepherd 

rector position in the Dio-

ceseõs employment bulletin 

at the end of June. 
 

The Search Committee has 

received more than 40 re-

sumes and now is in the 

process of narrowing the 

list of candidates and pre-

paring for telephone inter-

views to take place in mid-

July. Following the round of 

telephone interviews and 

determining which candi-

dates merit further con-

sideration, the Search 

Committee will send writ-

ten questions and will plan 

visits to the remaining can-

didates through the end of 

summer. The site visits 

will help the Search Com-

mittee discern which ap-

plicants could be candi-

dates to best meet our 

rector needs. 
 

In early fall, the search 

team plans to have a near 

final list of 3-5 candidates 

and will host them here in 

Silver Spring for a final 

round of interviews with 

the Search Committee. 

We hope to complete the 

search process with the 

delivery of three candi-

dates to the Vestry at 

their meeting on October 

19, 2009.  Please remem-

ber that Diocesan guide-

lines require the Search 

Committee to do its 

work in confidence; while 

we will do our best to 

keep the parish updated 

on the process, please be 

patient as we are not 

permitted to reveal de-

tails of candidates or any 

particular individual in-

volved. We will continue 

to include search updates 

in the weekly parish bul-

letin and e-news, and will 

post updates on the bul-

letin board outside the 

parish office. We pray 

that the Holy Spirit will 

guide the Search Com-

mittee in the task that 

lies before us. We ask 

you to keep Good Shep-

herd, the Search Com-

mittee, the Vestry, and all 

the rector candidates in 

your prayers.

Search Committee Starts Work  

Judd Neale is Fondly Remembered

Longtime parishioner and 

a founding father of Good 

Shepherd Judd Neale 

passed away on June 5th 

from pneumonia and 

other complications.  

Judd was a vital member 

of Good Shepherd for 

more than 50 years. òHe 

loved Good Shepherd,ó 

said his wife Helen. òHe 

thought it was a very spe-

cial place. He thought it 

was a warm place of wor-

ship and had an important 

place in the community,ó she 

said. Judd, 81, helped make 

Good Shepherd what it is 

today. Judd and Helen 

helped start Good Shep-

herd in 1957.  The Dio-

cese of Washington 

wanted to expand to the 

suburbs, said Helen. The 

Diocese purchased the 

property on University 

Avenue that Good 

Shepherd currently 

occupies. òIt was a 

working farm,ó said 

Helen. òThey had to 

take down a big old 

barnó to build the 

church. In the mean-

time, Judd, Helen and 

about 30 others, in-

cluding longtime parish-

ioner Ted Hannah, 

started holding services 

at Northwood High 

School under the basket-

ball hoop in the gym with 

a deacon appointed by 

the diocese. Judd òwas a

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ology and completed with a B.D. 

Degree in Theology (equal to an 

Mdiv degree in the US). He also 

completed a one-year program 

at Virginia Theological Seminary 

in Anglican Studies, and Con-

tinuing Education Program at 
Wesley Theological Seminary, 

Washington D.C. 
 

During his decade long years in 

exile, Frederick built a church 

for the Liberians Episcopal Con-

gregation at the refugee camp, 

Buduburum, in the central re-

gion of Ghana. That church is 

still a symbol of his gift of church 

growth. Frederick was ordained 

to the diaconate at Christ 

Church Anglican Cathedral on 

June 24, 2007 in Cape Coast, 

Ghana and to the priesthood on 

January 24, 

2009 at the 

Washington 

National 

Cathe-

dral.  He 

currently is 
a priest in 

residence in 

the Diocese 

of Washing-

ton where 

he serves as 

a supply priest while seeking a 

new ministry position. We wel-

come him, his wife Salome and 

their children (four with them in 

the USA and three in Liberia) and 

look forward to getting to know 

them better in the weeks ahead.  

Rev. Frederick Walker and his 

family are joining us for worship 

and to give Frederick an altar 

while he searches for a position 

within the church. Frederick is 

from Liberia where he attended 

the Foreign Service Institute 
graduating as a foreign service 

officer and working at the Minis-

try of Foreign Affairs, Liberia.  He 

enrolled at Cuttington University 

College (our Episcopal college in 

Liberia) to pursue his degree in 

theology, but during his sopho-

more year he was forced to flee 

into exile to Ghana when the Li-

berian civil war broke out.  

There Frederick attended Saint 

Nicholas Seminary in Ghana and 

graduated with an LHT. He later 

enrolled at Saint College of The-
