Among Lindaõs gifts are 
her welcoming spirit, her 

strong preaching skill and 

ability to  explain the 

Gospelõs   historical con-

text, her business acu-

men, communication skills 

and computer savvy. She 

gave careful attention to 

our finances, helped bring 

in other congregations to 

share Good Shepherdõs 

space, and created our 

new newsletter format. 

Linda introduced a new  5 

pm family service and she 

made the laying-on of 

hands for healing a regular 

part of every Sundayõs 

service. She organized and 

trained a corps of lay Eu-

charistic visitors to ex-

tend our pastoral care 

program.  Our acolytes 

and office volunteers mul-

tiplied, as well.  One her 

biggest challenges was 

renovating the preschool 

and parish hall. When 

mold was discovered in 

the preschool, Linda 

spearheaded bringing in a 

remediation firm which 

installed a French drain 

and air flow  

machine. Parishioners 

made and installed new 

cabinets to replace the 

moldy ones and painted 

the entire preschool and 

parish hall. To Lindaõs 

credit, newcomers have 

continued to be attracted 

to Good Shepherd during 

this time of transition 

helping us continue our 

growth. 
 

Most of all, we thank 

Linda for helping to posi-

tion Good Shepherd to 

move forward under the 

stewardship of our new 

rector, the Rev. David 

Wacaster.
